Acropolis, a short drive south. Simply magnificent ancient
citadel ruins up on the hilltop, overlooking the beautiful
beaches below, you can't miss this incredible site during
your stay on Rhodes! And once you've made the trip - why
not pop over to the stunning Lindos beaches?
