Overview

Villa Alata 1 offers a private accommodation option with a
sea view. This modern rental villa includes three bedrooms
and can host up to seven guests, including children. It is
well-suited for two families or groups of friends seeking a
shared space. Located a short drive from Yalikavak
Marina, the property is furnished with a focus on comfort
and practicality, aiming to create a homely atmosphere for
guests. The design and layout are intended to meet
various needs during a short or extended stay.

At the entrance of the villa, there is a private parking area
with space for two vehicles. From this point, guests can
access both the main entrance of the house and the
private garden and swimming pool area.

The villa is laid out over two levels. On the first floor, there
is a bedroom with a double bed and en-suite bathroom,
which also includes a washer and dryer. Another bedroom
on this level features two single beds and an en-suite
bathroom. Both rooms offer views of the sea and sunset.

The lower floor includes an additional double bedroom
with an en-suite bathroom and a scenic view. This floor
also features an open-plan living area, a fully equipped
kitchen, and a dining space. Guests can directly access
the garden and swimming pool area from this level, as well
as a patio that provides a suitable space for morning
coffee or outdoor relaxation.

Yalıkavak is a picturesque coastal town on the
northwestern shores of the Bodrum Peninsula in
southwestern Turkey. Historically a quaint fishing village,
Yalıkavak has grown into one of the most sophisticated
and sought-after destinations in the region, known for
blending traditional charm with modern luxury.

- Other 3: Travelling to Turkey All British (and most other nationalities) citizens require a full 10 year passport with at least 6 months validity to enter Turkey. UK passport holders are exempt from visa for tourist visits of up
to 90 days within 180 days starting from the first entry date. For all other passports please visit the Turkish Government Website or the Turkish Consulate for details of whether you require a visa or not. Whilst in Turkey
local regulations require you keep your passport and a printed copy of your e-visa with you at all times.
