Overview

Beyond the vineyards of southern Languedoc, Les Sentinelles offers a
relaxed Mediterranean retreat in a residential village setting. Framed by
mature fruit trees and shaded lawns, this detached villa invites guests to slow
the pace and savour a timeless French summer.

Inside, simplicity meets comfort. The open-plan ground floor flows
seamlessly from the well-equipped kitchen, with its breakfast bar and
modern appliances, to the cosy living area. Patio doors open wide to the
shaded terrace, perfect for relaxed meals overlooking the garden.
Downstairs, there is a double bedroom and spacious bathroom whilst the
first floor is home to two further double bedrooms, both with air-
conditioning, sharing a separate shower room.

The gardens are one of the villa's loveliest and most authentic features.
Dappled sunlight filters through tulip, oak and olive trees, while a hammock
sways gently beside the private pool. Children can splash in the shallow
‘plage’ entry while adults bask on sun loungers or gather around the little
summer kitchen for meals cooked over the plancha or to grab cool drinks
from the fridge-freezer. Even the chickens in the garden add a touch of rural
charm - guests are welcome to collect fresh eggs each morning.

Set in the small village of Pailhés, Les Sentinelles is just 2km from Thézan-
les-Béziers, a lively local hub with shops, restaurants and bike hire. The
beaches of Valras-Plage and Sérignan are within easy reach, as are the
winding trails of the Haut-Languedoc. Spend a day canoeing on the River
Orb, or wander the ancient streets of Béziers with its vibrant market and
historic charm.

Whether exploring the region or staying close to home, Les Sentinelles
offers a setting that feels effortless and genuine - a place to reconnect and
simply enjoy the moment.

Just 2km away, the medieval village of Thézan-lés-Béziers provides
everything you need for a comfortable stay: from a bakery and organic shop
to restaurants, pharmacy, tennis courts, bike rental and electric car charging
station.

Wine-lovers will be in their element here: the Languedoc region is dotted with
renowned domaines and rustic villages offering intimate wine tastings in
atmospheric settings.

Culture and history come to life in nearby Béziers, one of France's oldest
cities, renowned for its Roman arenas, elegant architecture and vibrant café
culture. A short drive further brings you to Pézenas, a town beloved for its
bustling Saturday morning market and its connection to Moliere.

Spend leisurely days cycling along the nearby Canal du Midi, a UNESCO
World Heritage Site famed for its shaded towpaths and picturesque boat
trips, or paddle through dramatic landscapes with a canoeing adventure on
the River Orb, less than 40 minutes away.

When it's time to unwind by the sea, the golden sands of Valras-Plage are
just over half an hour's drive away, perfect for a refreshing dip or seafood
lunch by the waterfront. For more dramatic natural scenery, head inland to
the Gorges d'Héric in the Languedoc National Park or enjoy hiking trails near
the iconic Pic Saint-Loup, both showcasing the region’s untamed beauty.

Whether you're here to savour fine wine, explore historic towns or embrace

the outdoor lifestyle, Pailhes places you perfectly at the crossroads of it all -
authentic and endlessly inviting.
