Inside, the atmosphere is effortlessly elegant yet homely. From the library's
quiet charm to the open-plan living and dining room with its welcoming
fireplace, the spaces invite you to relax in style. The kitchen, complete with a
central island and Aga, flows directly onto a shaded terrace designed for al
fresco dining. Four beautifully appointed bedrooms upstairs include two en-
suites, while a Sonos sound system throughout ensures the perfect
ambiance in every room.

Step outside into a landscaped garden where panoramic countryside views
create a constant backdrop. Spend your days swimming in the private
heated pool or perfecting your serve on the estate’s tennis court. Access to
the estate’'s professional-standard gym adds yet another layer of
indulgence, making wellness as much a part of your stay as relaxation.

This wine estate sits north of Poitiers and south of the Loire Valley, within
easy reach of village shops and vibrant market towns. Historic Richelieu
offers excellent shopping and dining just over half an hour away, while the
futuristic theme park Futuroscope, one of France's most visited attractions,
is less than 20 minutes by car.

For superb days out, visit the wine-bars of Chinon, try sparkling white by the
Loire River in Saumur, admire the incredible Fontevraud-I'Abbaye or spend
time at the Loire Valley's grand chateaux such as Chateau de Villandry and
Chateau d'Azay-le-Rideau just over an hour away.

Whether sipping a crisp estate-grown Sauvignon on the terrace or gazing at
the vineyards during the September’s busy harvest, Les Roches offers a
unique opportunity to immerse yourself in the rhythms of fine wine and fine
living in rural western France.

Set within one of France’'s premier organic wine estates, Les Roches offers a
beautiful escape in the heart of the Vienne. Located north of the historic city
of Poitiers (25km), this exceptional estate is a haven for wine lovers.
September is an especially unique time to visit, when the estate comes alive
with the bustle of the harvest, tractors and more — guests can experience
the sights and scents of Sauvignon and Pinot Noir grapes destined for the
cellar.

For everyday essentials, the nearby villages of Ouzilly (2.7km) and Marigny-
Brizay (2km) are just 5 minutes away, ideal for picking up fresh bread and
groceries. A little further afield, Lencloitre (8km) and Jaunay-Clan (10km)
offer bustling markets, charming café bars and relaxed local dining. The
upmarket town of Richelieu (32km) promises a more refined retail experience
with stylish shops and restaurants nestled within its grand 17th-century
layout.

Whether you're drawn to local flavours or cultural riches, Les Roches is the
perfect base. Day trips to Chinon (53km) tempt with atmospheric wine bars
and even canoeing along the Vienne River, while Saumur (80km) and Tours
(91km) brim with architectural treasures and gastronomic delights. The fairy-
tale chateaux of the Loire Valley, including Villandry, Azay-le-Rideau and
Chenonceau, are all just over an hour away, offering a glimpse into France's
regal past.

Heading south instead, Poitiers (25km) is a city steeped in history, once a
stronghold of the Plantagenet dynasty and now a vibrant centre of culture
and commerce. Wander its cobbled streets, marvel at Romanesque
churches or spend the day shopping before unwinding at one of its many
fine restaurants. Don't miss Futuroscope (15km), one of France's most
popular attractions, perfect for families or those young at heart.

Whether you're sipping wine under a golden sky, visiting Poitiers or venturing
to the storied towns and castles of the Loire Valley, this is French
countryside living at its best.
