
Villa Sorgenti

Overview

Perched on a Tuscan hillside, Villa Sorgenti rises proudly on the promontory
that gave it its name, where terracotta walls and exposed stone blend
beautifully with centuries-old cypress trees. Designed across three levels to
follow the natural curves of the land, this spacious villa offers 400 square
metres of light-filled interiors, artisan details, and an atmosphere that
effortlessly combines rustic charm with contemporary flair.

Inside, traditional beam-and-brick ceilings crown modern design elements
and statement furnishings. Five serene bedrooms, four doubles and one set
of twin beds (which can be joined), each come with an en-suite bathroom,
including one with a whirlpool tub and another with a Turkish bath for two.
The home is built for shared moments: a professional-grade kitchen with
pantry, elegant dining room, and two generous lounges invite connection,
while a recreation area with billiards, table football, and satellite TV
encourages relaxed fun.

Outside, life spills across a series of terraces and levels: a swimming pool
framed by stone walls, a sun-soaked solarium, outdoor kitchen and dining
space, a garden with swings, and a terrace with table tennis overlooking the
valley. Located just outside a traditional village, Villa Sorgenti is perfectly
placed to explore Tuscany’s slower rhythms and timeless views.

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Terms & Conditions

- Security deposit: €600 paid in cash to the owner upon arrival and refunded after departure, subject to full security inspection.

- Arrival time: 3.00 p.m. Check-in outside this time may be subject to an extra cost. Please enquire for more details.

- Departure time: 11.00 a.m.

- Energy costs included?: No, extra €50 per day, payable locally in cash.

- Linen & towels included?: Yes.

- Pets welcome?: Not allowed.

- Other Ts and Cs: Weddings, stag/hen parties and any special events are on request only and subject to prior arrangement with the owner and additional charges.

- Changeover day: Saturday from beginning-May to end-September. Flexible during all other periods.

- End of stay cleaning available?: No. €250, payable locally in cash. This is for a standard changeover clean. Guests are required to leave the accommodation clean, tidy and in the same condition as on their arrival. Any
extra cleaning, laundry, maintenance and/or rubbish disposal required will be charged against the security deposit.
