
Wild Waters

Overview

Set along the winding banks of the River Teifi, Wild Waters is a striking glass-
fronted retreat where modern design meets nature in dramatic harmony.
From the moment you arrive, this five-bedroom house feels like a warm
embrace from the wilderness, huge windows frame the changing light over
the water, while clean lines and natural materials bring a sense of calm
indoors. The interiors are elegant yet grounded, with polished concrete
floors, vaulted ceilings, and warm wooden accents softening the cool
modernity of the open-plan layout.

The centrepiece is the double-height living space, where a floating glass
staircase leads to river-view bedrooms, and vast glazing draws the eye to the
wetlands beyond. The heart of the home is a sociable kitchen-dining-living
area with a ten-seat table, log burner, and surround-sound cinema system,
perfect for laid-back evenings.

Outside, you’re immersed in two private acres, complete with a hot tub,
wood-fired sauna, fire pit, pond and even a pontoon with a canoe and kayak
for riverside adventures. Whether it’s morning coffee in the garden, a cold
plunge after the sauna, or sunset fishing, Wild Waters is all about switching
off and sinking into nature without compromise on comfort.
