
Villa La Giara

Overview

Clinging to the cliffs of Sardinia’s southern coast, Villa La Giara is a rare and
soulful retreat, where the rhythm of nature sets the tone for each day. The
vast blue of the Mediterranean surrounds you, while the scent of wild herbs
drifts across four hectares of steep terrain. This is a place of raw, unfiltered
beauty, where you can listen out for the call of seabirds as you relax beside
the beautiful swimming pool. 

The house itself, built in the 1960s, carries the spirit of its time with grace and
intention. Inspired by the organic principles of the American architect Frank
Lloyd Wright and the streamlined efficiency of a boat’s interior, its simple,
sculptural forms and locally-sourced stone blend into the landscape. Sea
vistas frame almost every space, and the original 20th century furnishings
still shape the villa’s quiet charm. This is a genuine and simple home, shaped
by memory and meaning, where every detail honours its heritage and
surroundings.

From characterful terraces to the steep cliffside path that leads to the rocky
shore below, every corner invites guests to slow down and reconnect. Here,
days might begin with coffee as the sea shimmers in the morning light and
end with sunset aperitifs overlooking a horizon that feels infinite. The villa is
suited to nature lovers, artists, writers and anyone in search of creative
inspiration or restorative stillness.

Located just 30km from Cagliari, Villa La Giara is both remote and connected.
The coastal road above reveals a string of breathtaking beaches, from the
crystal-clear waters of Mari Pintau to the soft sands of Kal'e Moru. A little bay
lies just 1km away, perfect for a quiet swim or snorkel. Venture further to
discover the laid-back charm of Torre delle Stelle, the wide beach at Solanas
or the vibrant local life in Poetto and Capitana.

For those drawn to a different kind of holiday, one shaped by nature,
authenticity and charm, Villa La Giara offers something truly unique.

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Location & Local Information

Villa La Giara enjoys an exceptional location perched on a cliffside on
Sardinia’s southern coastline, only 30km from the historic city of Cagliari.

This is a unique and very beautiful setting on a 50m-high cliff, surrounded by
four hectares of steep grounds with Mediterranean flora, wildlife (and the
resident cat), a 16th century Spanish watchtower and incredible sea views. A
steep path leads all the way down to the rocky shore where you are truly
immersed in the wild and natural surroundings.

This is a remote and secluded setting yet guests enjoy close access to the
coastal road above the house connecting Cagliari (30km) and Villasimius
(24km), passing beautiful beaches and coves along the way. The nearest little
bay is around 1km away with turquoise clear waters and stones, an idyllic
spot for swimming, snorkelling and diving – there’s a car park close to the
beach.

Other stunning beaches nearby include Spiaggia di Mari Pintau (3km), a true
jewel of the island famed for its crystal-clear waters and pebbled bay. Just
beyond lies Spiaggia di Kal'e Moru (4.3km) in Geremeas, a gently curving
stretch of soft sand, perfect for swimming or soaking up the sun at one of
the summer beach clubs.

The scenic holiday village of Torre Delle Stelle (8km) invites laid-back strolls
and sea-view aperitifs, while Solanas (13km) tempts with its wide sandy
beach and relaxed holiday atmosphere. Heading west instead, you’ll find
Capitana (9km) with its marina and coastal views, and the long, lively sands of
Poetto Beach (23km), a beloved local spot for both beachgoers and
watersports enthusiasts.

Cultural and culinary discoveries are never far away. The captivating city of
Cagliari (30km) is within easy reach, offering a rich tapestry of medieval
architecture, historic landmarks and bustling markets, all framed by a
picturesque harbour. Its restaurants and cafés reflect Sardinia’s gastronomic
heritage, making it a must-visit during your stay.

Whether you’re a keen explorer or seeking restful indulgence, the wider
region offers an array of experiences to elevate your stay. From boat rentals
and deep-sea fishing excursions to golf, windsurfing, kitesurfing or scenic
mountain biking trails, there’s something to suit every pace.
