Overview

Surrounded by olive groves and vineyards, Casa Peposo stands as a
graceful expression of Tuscan tradition. With views that sweep across the
rolling Chianti hills, this charmingly restored historic villa offers a restful
retreat just a stone's throw from Florence. Set within a countryside estate, it
welcomes 10-12 guests into a world where time slows, meals linger and
every detail whispers of heritage.

Soak up the rustic ambience inside. Terracotta floors, vaulted ceilings and
exposed wooden beams create an authentic Tuscan character, while
modern touches such as a Smart TV, Wi-Fi and air conditioning add to the
villa's appeal. The living and dining spaces are cosy and inviting, with antique
doors and handmade tiles in the traditional kitchen. A striking scagliola dining
table invites shared meals, while the expansive veranda, complete with
shaded dining areas and a conversation corner, brings people together with
ease.

Across two levels, guests will find five en suite bedrooms, each one infused
with Tuscan charm and tradition. The ground floor bedroom boasts a four-
poster bed, a simple kitchenette and private entrance. Upstairs, four double
bedrooms combine comfort and authenticity, two of which feature
mezzanine levels with an additional single bed.

In the lower garden outside, a private fenced pool is perfectly positioned for
long afternoons, framed by endless Tuscan views. Back by the house, the
vast terracotta terrace offers shaded corners and quiet nooks for morning
coffee and evening aperitivi.

Located just 2km from the village of Impruneta, guests can browse local
pottery workshops, pick up fresh pastries or enjoy a espresso in the piazza
by the church. Florence lies only 12km away, its domes, galleries and
Renaissance treasures within easy reach. To the south, the Chianti region
calls with winding roads, hilltop villages and celebrated vineyards.

Whether gathering with family or friends, Casa Peposo is an authentic and
traditional place to relax, unwind and savour the very best of Florence and
Tuscany.

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Location & Local Information

Casa Peposo offers a beautiful retreat in the heart of the Tuscan hills
surrounded by iconic landscapes of vineyards and olive groves. The villa
captures the rustic authenticity of the region, yet sits within effortless reach
of Florence's cultural treasures and the famed Chianti countryside.

The nearest village is Impruneta, around 2km by car, with its bar, pasticceria
and handy supermarket. Discover the village's pottery traditions and visit the
impressive Basilica di Santa Maria all'Impruneta. Sit out on the main square
with an espresso, pastry or gelato and soak up the atmosphere as locals go
about their day.

A mere 20-minute drive transports you to the Renaissance splendour of
Florence (12km), a city steeped in art, history and character. Wander beneath
the magnificent dome of the Duomo, designed by Brunelleschi, then step
inside to admire its intricate frescoes. Gaze upon Michelangelo's David at the
Galleria dell'Accademia or lose yourself in the masterpieces of the Uffizi
Gallery. Stroll across the iconic Ponte Vecchio, browse boutiques and
antique shops then pause for a leisurely aperitivo along the banks of the
Arno as the city glows in the golden Tuscan light. There's no doubt that
Florence promises an unforgettable cultural escape.

Wine lovers will be drawn to the Chianti hills, a patchwork of vineyards and
medieval villages. Spend your days touring wine estates or exploring
characterful spots like Strada In Chianti (6.5km), Greve in Chianti (18km) and
the enchanting Radda in Chianti (36km), each offering spectacular views,
excellent wineries and inviting enotecas. The scenic drives alone are worth
the journey.

For a longer adventure, Siena (69km) makes for a captivating day trip with its
Gothic architecture, grand Piazza del Campo and centuries-old Palio
traditions. Trains from Florence connect you to this historic gem in around
90 minutes or it's an hour drive.

Other Tuscan treasures lie within easy reach. Sample the charm of
Montespertoli (25km), wander the historic streets of Empoli (35km) or
discover the medieval character of Certaldo (35km). And if time allows, don't
miss the soaring towers and storybook lanes of San Gimignano (51km), one
of Tuscany's most iconic towns.
