Location & Local Information

Nestled in the hills just outside Florence, on the road to
Fiesole, La Poetessa enjoys a peaceful rural setting while
still being close to amenities and cultural treasures.

The nearby town of Fiesole offers a charming alternative
to Florence, with an atmosphere of quiet elegance and
centuries of history. Visitors can explore its Etruscan
walls, Roman baths, and a Roman amphitheatre that still
hosts concerts and festivals in summer. The town centre
is dotted with churches, parks, and viewpoints offering
sweeping panoramas over Florence and the surrounding
countryside.
