The fair offers antiques and restored works in the incomparable setting of
the towns historic centre. The main section of the fair is located in Piazza San
Francesco, Piazza Grande and the Logge Vasari, and the stalls branch out
throughout the town, transforming the area into one great market place. For
over 20 years the fair has taken place on the first weekend of every month
and has become an essential event for collectors and dealers alike. Average
attendance is 20,000 people each weekend.
